What does Paul say about resurrection? 

     Resurrection theology is a key element in Paulôs thought.  It 

is a central concept in Christian faith.  The resurrection of Jesus, 

and the promise of our own resurrection from the dead, under-

girds everything we believe.  Paul speaks of resurrection 

throughout his letters.  He begins by reminding the Corinthians 

of the gospel message he preached.  The traditional message 

included the following sequence:  Christ died, was buried, was 

raised on the third day, and appeared to a series of groups and 

individuals, the last of whom was Paul himself. 
 

     The vocabulary of resurrection is often in the passive voice 

(ñwas raisedò), indicating that Godôs power accomplishes this 

reality.  For Paul, Jesus is the ñfirstfruitsò of the resurrection, 

the one who is the ñfirstbornò in the new community of faith.  

His resurrection is our insurance and assurance that we, too, 

will be raised.  Jesus Christ now intercedes for us with God and 

will see that we attain the final promise of resurrection.  

Resurrected life, as Paul understands it, is a mystery.
