Just as most letters today have a set
form to them, letters in the Gred@oman world were stylized.
The basic form included the following sections:

Address and greeting

Thanksgiving

Body (message)

Closing

This outline closely resembles the basic pattern of modern
letters with the exception of a specific section on thanksgiving.
It was customary in Paul ds |da\
the greeting that expressed thanks to the gods and a wish for
good health. Paul basically adopts this GfBoman style of
letter writing but adapts it to his Christian context. His thanks-
giving section expressed thanks to God alone or sometimes to
God through Jesus Christ. Paul also expands the typical letter
format with the resulting structure:

Address and greeting
Thanksgiving

Body (message)
Ethical instruction
