Why is the cross so important to Paul?  (Part 3) 

     Jesus‟ sacrifice on the cross was unique (1 Cor. 
1:13).  Followers of Christ allow themselves to be cruci-
fied with him so that they might live in the newness of 
faith (Gal. 2:20).  Suffering and giving oneself freely to others 
for the sake of the faith is an act of embracing the cross of Jesus 
Christ.  Ironically, crucifixion is an act of true power that is vin-
dicated by the resurrection (1 Cor. 1:17-18). 
 

     This image of the cross is acknowledged as the means through 
which reconciliation came to the world (2 Cor. 5:17).  The cross 
stands at the center of Paul‟s message because it is the unique act 
of God‟s obedient Son through which he humbled himself in order 
to bring salvation and redemption into the world.  Thus Paul holds 
the cross as both the image of hope and a contradictory sign to 
emulate.
