What does Paul mean by freedom? 

     Paul’s understanding of freedom is quite different from our 

contemporary understanding.  Modern American society tends 

to view freedom as the ability to do whatever we want, when 

we want and how we want.  It is utter self-determination.  No 

restrictions, no restraints, just the freedom to choose as we 

will and to live as we wish.  Such a notion existed in society in 

Paul’s day, but Paul did not view freedom in this manner. 
 

     For Paul, freedom was not only “from” something 

(constraints), but also freedom “for” something (Jesus 

Christ).  Paul contrasts freedom with slavery.  Prior to the 

coming of Jesus, Paul says that the Jews were slaves to the 

law.  He also acknowledges that Gentiles - who did not pos-

sess the law - at times fulfill the law because it is “written in 

their hearts” (Rom 1:15). 
 

     In Christ all are now free from the law, but with the re-

sponsibility to live in love.  Paul does not intend to 

give people a license to do whatever they want.
