Does what you are saying mean that Paulôs letters are 
really like letters you write to friends? 

     Yes, I am saying that Paulôs letters are genuinely in the 
form of personal letters.  Paul even expects that his letters 
will be more widely shared.  Not every letter was personal 
or friendly.  Letters served different purposes.  Each form 
was geared to address given situations that suited the occa-
sion.  Paul wrote them frequently to respond to specific 
questions or controversies that he erupted after he moved on 
to other geographical regions. 
 

     Paul tells us that at least three factors occasioned his 
writing the first letter to the Corinthians.  One was a report 
given to him by ñChloeôs peopleò about certain situations in 
Corinth.  She sent word to Paul that quarrels had developed 
among the Corinthians.  Paul addresses this issue forth-
rightly in his letter.  Another factor was that the Corinthians 
themselves had raised questions pertaining to the Christian 
life.  Thus much of Paulôs letter focuses on these problems.  
Finally, Paul had discussions with those who had brought 
the letter to him from Corinth.  He commends them for re-
freshing his spirit, and they were doubtless able to fill in the 
details about what was happening in the Corinthian church.  
All of these factors become important for in-
terpreting this letter.  They help clarify that 
Paul was not simply addressing general issues, 
but specific problems or questions that applied 
concretely to situations in Corinth.  ñTaken 
from Ronald D. Witherup, 101Questions & An-
swers on Paul  (Paulist Press, New York/Mahwah, 
N J ,  2 0 0 3 )  U s e d  w i t h  p e r m i s s i o n .

Here at St. Paul the Apostle, the Parish Coun-
cil voted many years ago to have a ñNO Fundraising Policy.ò   What this 
means is that we will not have festivals, sell pizzas or raise funds for spe-
cial projects.  With the exception of collecting items for local charities, 
occasional second collections for a mission speaker or mission trip, and 
the Archdiocesan appeals, we always try to enforce this important policy.

While we get tired of con-
stantly being asked for money for the various programs and missions that 
donations to these appeals support, we must also realize that we, St. Paul 
the Apostle Parish, are part of the larger church of the Archdiocese of Mil-
waukee and of Rome.
