scriptures today.  In Wisdom, jealously leads the people to plot to 

torture the one sent by God.  James recognizes it as the root of all 

the evil we do.  Jesus warns his disciples about his future at the 

hands of those who are afraid of him, and the disciplesô reply is to 

argue over who is the best.  What is the answer to jealously and 

ambition?  Jesus took a little child and told everyone to become 

like this little child.
